Drama 12 – P.A.R. Assignment

This is meant to be a guide for your writing in Drama 12. Pick and choose the questions that apply to what you are doing. You are not limited to these questions. Answers should be in full sentences. 

Preparation:

What specifically have you been doing to prepare for this activity? 
2.
What skills do you need to do this activity? How can they help you in drama? …In the real world? 

3.
What is working? Why? What isn’t working? Why? What can you do to help solve the problem? 
4.
What were the circumstances of each of your rehearsals? What happened at them and how did you feel about it?

5.
How is the process of character creation going for you? 
6.
When did you work most effectively and least productively? 
7.
What in your non-drama and out of class experience might apply directly to your work in class? 
8.
What is the educational value of this training? 
9.
Is your understanding expanding in any one area, such as relaxation? …focus? …energy? …emotional connections? …etc.

Do you have any suggestions about this assignment?
Action (Performance):

Take me through the day of the performance from your perspective. Concentrate more on your reactions, thoughts and feelings about things rather than just a play-by-play of the events of the day. (I already know what happened that day…I was there) 
Reflection:

Reflect back on the experience of performing / directing / construction. What was it like to take on that role? What are some of the challenges that the role offered you? What were the three key questions you struggled with while you were working on your piece?

What did you learn from this experience? This could be technical, craft-orientated, personal, or philosophical in nature.

Evaluate your participation over the last X weeks. Tell me what you contributed to the show and what props / costuming you brought in. How big of a role did you play onstage and behind the scenes? Give yourself the mark you deserve out of ten, and justify it.

If you were an actor, comment on your director’s directing style. What were their strengths and weaknesses? If you were a director, comment on your actor’s individual strengths and weaknesses.

In your opinion, who were the strong performers in our class? What made them stand out? 

6.
What were some things you noticed that could be improved and how? Be specific and give examples of how you would fix these problems.

7.
What were the parts you enjoyed the most and why? 

8.
How did the audience affect the performance? What surprised you? Why was this audience different than other audiences?
