Preamble:

You have had several weeks to consider an idea for your IPP. We have discussed Options A and B in class, a few of you have come for individual discussions regarding this project. You need to put a proposal on paper that will serve as a vehicle to put your ideas into action.

· An informed choice between Option A: Devising Practice and Option B: Exploring Practice. Justify your choice.

· An explanation of important research topics necessary to complete this project.
· A list the action steps necessary to complete this project. Include in this step:

· A timeline to complete the action steps
· Actors or crew needed for your project

· A description of how the process of this project will be documented.

· A description of how the final project will be reported
· An explanation of how you will use the IPP mark bands systematically to your advantage while completing this project. 

You could also include:

· A conceptual model of your plan
