Preamble:

The HL student is required to write a critique of the sources used and cited. This is not part of the word count. The sources critiqued should be relevant to the specifics of the research. This critique should form a separate section at the end of the Research Investigation and should demonstrate the relevance and usefulness of the sources used and referred to. Naturally the focus of these sources would be primarily the chosen unfamiliar theatre practice, the play / piece of theatre and anything related to the research question (ISTA, 2007).
