Questions Concerning the Passage:

What is the passage about? It is about a not so fantastic [but that’s besides the point,] Japanese comic book called Fushigi Yuugi. Which literally translates to “The Mysterious Play.” Author gives a brief summary of the plot and how much she loves it. The plot is about a girl named Miaka who gets drawn in to a mythological ancient China through a book. There she is appointed priestess of the phoenix god, Suzaku. She must find the 7 representatives of Suzaku [Tamahome, Nuriko, Hotohori, Mitsukake,Tasuki, Chichiri and Chiriko.] In order to do this… On top of that, through complicated circumstances, her friend becomes her bitter enemy, she falls in love, there’s a war going on, and her 7 representatives [all her best of friends,] are dropping like flies! That’s right, Nuriko, Hotohori, Mitsukake and Chiriko all manage to die throughout the 18 volumes. 

Who are the people involved in the passage? Besides the girl writing this, It’s about the characters in the story. The main character, a schoolgirl named Miaka Yuuki, and her best friend Yui Hongo. Also mentioned is Miaka’s love interest, Tamahome. As well as two other supporting characters, an emperor named Hotohori, and a drag queen named Nuriko. Though not mentioned in the passage, there are tons and tons of others. Including Chiriko, a young scholar. Mitsukake, a doctor. Tasuki, a bandit. Chichiri, a monk. Nakago, an enemy general. Taitsukun, the creator of the made up world… [Did that come out right?] Two twins named Suboshi and Amiboshi. A wolfman, Ashitare, a scary clam man [literally,] Tomo, Soi—a woman capable of supernatural powers. That’s all I remember at the moment ^^ It’s a very strange comic book.

Where does the action take place? In a mythological ancient China that Miaka and her friend found by opening a book and being drawn in to it. Sounds remarkably like the neverending story, doesn’t it? This ‘China,’ is threatened by a war, and in need of a priestess from another world to come and save them. By summoning the god responsible for their appropriate geographical unit--- after finding the 7 warriors who represent this god. It’s confusing, I know.

Where does it take place? Didn’t I already answer that question…? A mythological ancient China threatened by war, etc etc. Oh yeah, this China is divided into 4 geographical units. Each one protected by a guardian god. Suzaku of the south, Seiyruu of the east, Byakko of the west and I forget the one for the north…-_- It starts of being set in the Southern Unit, where Miaka is appointed Priestess of Suzaku… So she sets out to find the 7 representatives of Suzaku, so that she’ll have the power to summon the God. By the way, the god will grant you 3 wishes once you summon it. That can easily end the war—yay. However, her best friend Yui ends up in the kingdom of Seiyruu, where all is not well. Seiyruu are the ones who declared war on Suzaku, they become enemies, bla bla. Oh and, parts of it are set in the real world [Tokyo, Japan] but not much.

How would you describe this site in general? I was surprised it had some Japanese comics listed in the section on comic books. It seemed to have plenty of listings giving opinions [in a French P.O.V,] about various bands, comics, and books. It also talks about history and other things, I believe. Too bad I can’t seem to understand EVERYTHING in it..! 

Why did you select this particular passage? I’m not sure. I saw it and I’m like, “They have Fushigi Yuugi on here?” I used to be an obsessive fan of the show. Most of the characters die, there’s tons of angst, and a really annoying romance between the two main characters.
