How to Use a Phone Book Activity
Phone books have two parts: a yellow pages with only businesses and a white or grey pages with individuals and businesses.

Both sections organize their information in alphabetical order (A at the first and Z at the end.)

The White section is separated into different cities and towns. Halifax would be separate from Sackville.

The yellow pages organizes the businesses into types of businesses. For example: toilet repairs would be done by Plumbers found under P. Superstore and Sobeys would be found under G for groceries.
