DESIGN 11 MINI GOLF CONSTRUCTION PROJECT

The last few years have been unbelievable for miniature golf course operators. People have been looking for less expensive forms of recreational activity, and miniature golf is perfect! YOUR TASK
In pairs (groups of two), you must design and build a scale model of ONE HOLE that would be suitable for a family-friendly mini golf course.  
HOLE THEME
Your mini golf hole must have a theme that is suitable for all ages.  Choices of theme should vary from group to group.  Examples of possible themes could be city, beach, Star Wars, music, sports, castles, teddy bears, etc.  The choices are endless, so choose something fun and interesting to you and your group.  Please note – ALL THEMES MUST BE APPROVED BY YOUR TEACHER.  
MATERIALS
Each team is responsible for obtaining their own materials (yes, including paints, glue sticks, etc) for the hole construction.  Please ensure supplies are suitable for your theme.  You may use paint, popsicle sticks, artificial turf, etc. to give your model the real look of a true mini golf hole.  Your final project MUST NOT be more than 2’ X 3’ in size.  Be creative and imaginative – have fun here!  A word of advice: use a base that is not weak and flimsy.  Bristol board does not add up to par on this one!
EVALUATION PROCESS

As per all design assignments and projects, the mini golf project has several components that must be submitted for evaluation.
1. RESEARCH (Individual)
· Locate 5 different websites that relate to your topic of mini golf design.  In a word document, answer the following questions:
a) What is the address of the website?

b) What have you learned about mini golf holes? (themes, construction, etc)

c) What are two good pieces of information?

d) What is one negative aspect of the website?
· Please e-mail a copy of your research to Mr. Stew – make sure your name and class are on it.
2. ROUGH SKETCHES (Individual)
· First of all you must complete 3 sketches of your potential mini golf hole designs.  These designs should be distinctly different, yet still incorporate the theme you have chosen.  Please list materials required to construct the course.  Remember there are many different types of mini golf designs you can create. (Do these on 8.5” X 11” paper – ONE DESIGN PER PAGE).
· Make sure your sketch title, name(s), date, page number and class are on each sheet.
3. REFINED SKETCHES 
· After reviewing the 6 sketches, agree on one and create a series of highly refined sketches for this design on 11” X 17” paper.  Your refined sketches should have accurate measurements. 
· You must prepare at least 3 separate refined sketches.  It is suggested that these be drawn from different vantage points.  Some examples might be: an overhead view of the top of the hole, a front view of the hole, or a side view of the hole.
· Please list materials needed to construct the course.

· Please state why this design was chosen.

· Please include three pros of the course and one con of the course.

· Make sure your sketch title, name(s), date, page number and class are on each sheet.

· The last step is building your scale model.  
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Spend time on aesthetics, to make your model stand out in a crowd.  Good luck!
