Stuck at PA - Design Project
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In the spirit of the “Stuck at the Prom” contest (See www.ducktapeclub.com) this design project will challenge you to demonstrate your competencies in each of the following outcomes from the Provincial Expectations for Design 11. 

        Demonstrate an understanding of the elements and principles of design

        Apply understanding of the design process in planning and evaluating a design

        Describe how human requirements affect design

        Demonstrate competency in the use of design tools useful in the design of built environments

        Demonstrate their knowledge of the factors which influence effective product design

        Demonstrate competency in the use of tools useful in the design of products


Apply the elements and principles of design, and processes associated with design, as they apply to product design

        Select, organize and present designs for a range of products

        Select and use appropriate tools and materials

The above outcomes will be demonstrated through the design and construction of an original piece of clothing (or approved accessory) made out of duct tape. The only other material that may be used is newspaper (provided in class) as a backing for the tape.  This is a time to try to think outside of the box.  The item constructed is not a model but must be a fully functional finished product.  NOTE – A clothing item MUST FIT YOU!
Project Specifics:
· Projects will be done individually.

· Projects will only be accepted until assigned deadlines.

· It is expected that work will be done in school. If progress is not demonstrated in class where methodologies can be evaluated, then the project will receive a failing grade. Reasons for failing grades will include but not be limited to:  
· not having your supplies 
· saying “I’ll do it at home” 
· Each student is expected to discuss their project with the teacher for approval before beginning.

· Students must have their supplies in to their teacher for a check by December 13, 2010.
HERE ARE THE MAJOR COMPONENTS YOU MUST COMPLETE AND HAND IN:
1.  RESEARCH

· Locate 5 different websites that relate to our topic of DUCT TAPE CLOTHING.  In an MS Word document, type the following for each website:

· A brief summary of the site

· At least one thing you have learned about duct tape design / something that could be  helpful to you in your project

· The name of the website as well as a link to the site

2. BRAINSTORMED SKETCHES

· Complete 4 brainstormed designs of 4 different clothing items
· 1 sketch per 8.5” x 11” page
· Label each design (name of the item)
· List 2 possible strengths and 2 weaknesses for each of these designs.  These can be written on the same page as each sketch
· Label your name and date on each page
· Attach a title page and pass in
3. REFINED SKETCHES

· Complete refined sketches of your chosen design on 8.5” X 11” paper.  Show measurements for EACH sketch and a higher degree of detailing. 
NOTE:  You MUST provide a separate page for each piece of the object including construction details in addition to the total garment sketch.
               (Example: If you were making a shirt you would need a sketch of the arm of the garment, a sketch of the back piece, a sketch of the front, etc.)
· 1 sketch per 8.5” x 11” page (take up full page)
· Label each design (name of the item part)
· Show accurate measurements on all sketches
· Label your name and date on each page
· Attach a title page and pass in
